SUBJECT:  Housekeeping Amendments to Fee-Setting and Municipal Ticket Information
Utilization Bylaws

RECOMMENDATION
The Engineering Department recommends that Council:
1. Receive this report for information;

2. Authorize the City Clerk to bring forward for First, Second and Third Reading
amendments to the Surrey Fee-Setting By-law, 2001, No. 14577 (the “Fee-Setting Bylaw”), as
outlined in the attached Appendix “I”;

3. Authorize the City Clerk to bring forward for First, Second and Third Reading
amendments to the Surrey Municipal Ticket Information Utilization By-law, 1994, No. 12508
(the “MTI Bylaw”), as outlined in the attached Appendix “II”;

4. Authorize the City Clerk to bring forward for First, Second and Third Reading
amendments to the Surrey Bylaw Notice Enforcement Bylaw, 2016, No. 18691 (the
“Enforcement Bylaw”), as outlined in the attached Appendix “III”; and

5. Authorize the City Clerk to bring forward the amended Fee-Setting Bylaw, MTI Bylaw and
Enforcement Bylaw for Final Adoption, as required.

INTENT

The purpose of this report is to bring forward amendments to the Fee-Setting Bylaw, MTI Bylaw,
and Enforcement Bylaw in light of the new Erosion and Sediment Control Bylaw, 2024, No. 21181
(the “ESC Bylaw”) that was approved by Council at the Regular Council Meeting - Public Hearing
of March 11, 2024. The proposed amendments aim to update and align these Bylaws with the new
ESC Bylaw.

DISCUSSION

The City regulates the discharge of sediment or sediment-laden water, from development, onto
our highways and into the City’s drainage system through an ESC Bylaw. The ESC Bylaw was
designed to further streamline the permitting process and reduce upfront costs to applicants in
several ways that include:



e ESC permit required for larger developments (greater than 4,000 square metres or those
with multi-level parkades) and simplified stipulated ESC measures for smaller
developments;

¢ One ESC process for all developments requiring Servicing Agreements with professional
reliance model for plan preparation; and

e Simplified approach for ESC security bonding.

The approval of this new ESC Bylaw requires changes to the Fee-Setting Bylaw, MTI Bylaw, and
Enforcement Bylaw in order to update clauses associated with the ESC Bylaw. The proposed
amendments to these Bylaws are attached as Appendix “I” to “III”, respectively.

Legal Services Review

This report has been reviewed by Legal Services.

CONCLUSION

The proposed amendments to the Fee-Setting Bylaw, MTI Bylaw, and Enforcement Bylaw aim to

align these bylaws with the newly approved ESC Bylaw. These amendments will ensure
consistency and clarity in the City's Bylaws and streamline the permitting process for applicants.

DEFINITIONS

1. In this Bylaw, terms shall have the meanings ascribed to them in "City of
Surrey Cemetery Management Bylaw No. 16174" and as set out below:

ADULT LOT means a Lot designated, and appropriately sized, in the approved
Cemetery plan for the Interment of adult Human Remains.

ADULT PREMIUM LOT means an Adult Lot that has been designated in the
approved Cemetery plan as having a different pricing structure due to unique
location benefits and limited supply, as determined by the Administrator.

CHILD LOT means a Lot designated and appropriately sized, in the approved
Cemetery plan for the Interment of Child Human Remains.

HANDLING FEE means the Fee paid for handling of Cemetery products not
purchased from the City.

INFANT LOT means a Lot designated and appropriately sized, in the approved
Cemetery plan for the Interment of Infant Human Remains.

MEMORIAL BOARD or PILLOW MARKER means a structure of bronze, granite or
approved material, which commemorates names of decedents that may or may
not be interred in the Cemetery.

NON-RESIDENT means a person who does not reside in the City at the time
application is made for a Right of Interment or Interment Authorization.

PREPARATION & PLACEMENT means the process of completing an Interment
including, but not limited to, administrative, legal, labour and equipment
resources provided to facilitate the opening of a Lot, deposition of Human
Remains or Cremated Remains and the subsequent closing of the Lot.

RESIDENT means a person who resides in the City at the time application is made
for a Right of Interment or Interment Authorization. Proof of residency is
required.



RIGHT OF INTERMENT means a certificate that provides for the future right to
inter Human Remains or Cremated Remains in a designated Lot. Right of
Interment Fees shall include required contributions to the Maintenance Care
Fund.

STILLBORN LOT means a Lot designated, and appropriately sized, in the approved
Cemetery plan for the Interment of Stillborn Human Remains.

SURRENDER FEE means the charge for the surrender, to the City, of a Right of Interment for
an unoccupied Lot.

TRANSFER FEE means the charge for the transfer of a Right of Interment for an unoccupied
Lot to an immediate Family Member.

VETERAN LOT means a Lot designated in the approved Cemetery plan for the Interment of
Veteran Human Remains.

NOW, THEREFORE, the Council of the City of Surrey, in an open meeting assembled enacts as
follows:

1. The by-laws listed in Column 1 of Schedule 1 to this by-law, as amended from time to
time, may be enforced by means of a ticket in the form prescribed for the purpose of
Section 264(1) of the Community Charter.

2. The persons appointed to the job positions or titles listed in Column 2 of Schedule 1 to
this by-law are designated as by-law enforcement officers pursuant to Section 264(1)(b) of
the Community Charter for the purpose of enforcing the by-laws listed in Column 1 of
Schedule 1 opposite the respective job positions.

3. The words or expressions set forth in Column 1 of Schedule 2 onwards to this By-law
designate the offence committed under the by-law section number appearing in
Column 2 opposite the respective words or expressions.

4. The amounts appearing in Column 3 of Schedule 2 onwards to this By-law are the fines
set pursuant to Section 265 of the Community Charter for the corresponding offences




designated in Column 1.
5.  This By-law shall take effect upon the date of its adoption.

6.  "Corporation of the District of Surrey Ticket Information Utilization By-law, 1992,
No. 11188" is hereby repealed.

7. This By-law may be cited as "Surrey Municipal Ticket Information Utilization By-law,
1994, No. 12508."

WHEREAS the Local Government Bylaw Notice Enforcement Act, S.B.C. 2003, c. 60 as amended
(the "Act") provides that a local government may deal with the contravention of a bylaw by bylaw
notice.

The Council of the City of Surrey, ENACTS AS FOLLOWS:

1. Short Title

1.1.  This Bylaw may be cited for all purposes as "Surrey Bylaw Notice Enforcement Bylaw,
2016, No. 18691"

2. Definitions
2.1. In this Bylaw:
"Act" means the Local Government Bylaw Notice Enforcement Act, S.B.C. 2003, c.60;

"City" means the City of Surrey;

"disputant” in Section 8 of this Bylaw means the person against whom a contravention is
alleged; and

"Registry" means the Surrey Bylaw Notice Adjudication Registry established under Section 6
of this Bylaw.
2.2. Other terms used in this Bylaw have the same meaning as defined terms in the Act.

3. Bylaw Contraventions

3.1. The bylaw contraventions designated in Schedule A may be dealt with by bylaw notice.

The penalty for a contravention referred to in Section 3 is as follows:

411  subject to Sections 4.1.2 and 4.1.3 the penalty amount set out in column A4 of
Schedule A;

4.1.2  the early payment amount set out in column As of Schedule A if payment is
received by the City within 14 days of the person receiving or being presumed to
have received the bylaw notice; and

4.1.3 the late payment amount set out in column A6 of Schedule A if more than 34 days
has passed since the person received or is presumed to have received the bylaw
notice.

Notwithstanding Section 6.3, if a person sought adjudication of a bylaw notice within
the time specified in Section 5, but the adjudicator ordered that the penalty set out in
the bylaw notice is due and payable and the person has not paid the penalty referred
to in the bylaw notice within 34 days after the date the adjudicator ordered that such
penalty is due and payable, that penalty referred to in the bylaw notice shall be
increased to the late payment amount set out in column A6 of Schedule A.

If paid under a compliance agreement, the penalty may be reduced as provided under
column A7 of Schedule A.

A person who received a bylaw notice must, within 14 days of the date on which the
person received or is presumed to have received the bylaw notice:

A person who received a bylaw notice may request dispute adjudication by filling in the

A person may pay the indicated penalty more than 14 days after receiving the bylaw
notice, in accordance with Subsection 4.1.1, but no person may dispute the bylaw notice
more than 14 days after receiving the bylaw notice.

Pursuant to the requirements of Section 25 of the Act, where a person was not served
personally with a bylaw notice and advises the City that he or she did not receive a copy
of the original bylaw notice, the time limit for responding to a bylaw notice under
Section 4 and Subsections 5.1 and 5.2 of this Bylaw does not begin until a copy of the
bylaw notice is redelivered to that person in accordance with the Act.

6. Bylaw Notice Dispute Adjudication Registry

6.1. The Registry is established as a bylaw notice dispute adjudication system in accordance
with the Act to resolve disputes in relation to bylaw notices.

6.2. The civic address of the Registry is 13450 - 104 Avenue, Surrey, BC, V3T 1V8.

6.3. Every person who is unsuccessful in a dispute adjudication in relation to a bylaw notice or
a compliance agreement under the dispute adjudication system established under this
section must pay the City an additional fee of $25 for the purpose of the City recovering
the costs of the adjudication system.

7. Screening Officers

7.1 The positions of Screening Officer I and Screening Officer II are established.

7.2 The following are designated classes of persons that may be appointed as Screening
