The City of Surrey allows taxpayers to pre-pay their property taxes and annual utilities automatically through a
monthly pre-authorized withdrawal from their bank account for the next year.

Property tax and annual utility Pre-Authorized Pre-Payment (The Plan) plan is available to all types of
properties.

The Plan offers the following:
o Convenient pre-authorized withdrawals through any Canadian financial institution
e Great for budgeting — reduce the final amount owing over monthly pre-payments
e The accumulated funds will be applied to your annual utilities in February (if applicable) and your
property taxes in May.

IMPORTANT: The amount owing on the notice will not be automatically withdrawn from your bank
account through the Plan. Final balances must be paid and the Home Owner Grant claimed (if eligible) by
the due date in order to avoid late penalty charges.

Monthly payment: The fixed monthly deduction is calculated by estimating next year's property taxes plus
annual utilities and less the Home Owner Grant (if applicable). You will receive a letter prior to the first
withdrawal to confirm the payment amount along with the plan guidelines. The amount will be automatically
recalculated by the City every year unless a written request is received. You must make a separate payment
for the final balance showing on the tax notice and claim the grant (if eligible) each year.

For customers on metered utilities: A separate auto-debit payment program is available to pay metered utility
charges. This form only applies to annual utilities and property taxes. For more information go to

Plan customers must notify the City in writing 14 days prior to the next withdrawal for any changes to the account.

Monthly payments are collected on the 15t day of each month, starting in August and ending in May.
Customers should expect to find a balance on their statement as there are no withdrawals for the months of June
and July.
A service charge will be applied to your account for dishonoured payments.
After two consecutive dishonoured payments, participation in the Plan will be cancelled.
Refunds are not available on the plan.
