Rather than attending the public hearing on May 6, 2024, we are submitting our
questions and comments by writing.  If we have sent this letter to the wrong location,
please forward it to the appropriate department or person.

The biggest concerns we have are around infrastructure and parking.  In certain
circumstances our strata has had problems with the sewer backing up from the city
pipes which suggest to us that it is already at capacity.  Will either the City or developer
be installing some additional sewer capacity?

Parking is another item that needs to be addressed before the project proceeds.  People
living along 66A already have difficulty finding parking spots in the evening.  There is no
more space for additional street parking.  What will the developer be required to do to
provide adequate parking for the residents and businesses?

A third item that needs to be addressed is access to the property.  Frequently during the
day, traffic waiting for the traffic light at 152 Street is backed up past the western edge of
the property.  What changes will be made to either 66A or 152 to allow easy and safe
access to and egress from the subject property without creating problems for the
existing traffic?

We look forward to receiving information addressing our questions.
